I wanted to use this time to remind you about the 

online BRAVE program. Brave Self Help is an 

interactive, online program for the prevention and 

treatment of childhood and adolescent anxiety. 

With Beyond Blueôs support, it was made 

available free of charge to all young Australians 

aged 3-17 and their parents. The program is 

based on a world leading, therapist-supported 

internet treatment that has been shown to be 

highly effective in treating youth anxiety. It is 

suitable for young people experiencing 

separation anxiety, generalised anxiety, social 

anxiety and specific phobias. 

Parents can access their version of BRAVE 

where they receive training in strategies, are 

empowered to help their child acquire these skills 

and use the strategies learned in the program. 

There are also examples provided to help 

manage situations where their child becomes 

anxious. 

Each Brave session runs between 30-60 minutes 

depending on the childôs individual pace. It is 

encouraged that students complete 1 Brave 

session per week. This allows students the 

opportunity to implement and practice skills 

before progressing to the next session that builds 

upon these skills.   The childôs program consists 

of 10 sessions, with 6 

sessions in the parent 

version.
